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CHARITY SHOPS GET MORE PRIZE DONATIONS

The Association of Charity Shops recognised again the outstanding contribution of the charity shops sector, and the generosity of their donors, at its Annual Conference Awards ceremony on 2 July.

Amongst other awards, the award for Most valuable item donated to a charity shop went, for the second year running, to Oxfam, which received a shares portfolio from a donor, from which it raised £22,635 for the charity.

Trevor Paulett, Managing Director of Powell Publishing, which sponsored the awards for the fourth year running, said,

“Powell Publishing has sponsored these awards for four years. Charity shops play a vital role in the community and more widely, and we are delighted to be able to recognise the contributions they make”.
